His Holiness Pope Benedict XVI has bestowed the honorary title of Reverend Mon-
signor upon 18 priests of the Archdiocese of Newark.  The Pontiff also honored 
eight Religious priests, Brothers and Sisters with the Benemerenti Medal for Reli-
gious Men and Women. 

The rank of Monsignor honors a priest with one of three different titles: Chaplain to 
His Holiness, Prelate of Honor, and Protonotary Apostolic Supernumerary.  Among 
the 20 priests honored, one Reverend Monsignor Ronald J. Rozniak, our Vicar Gen-
eral, was named Protonotary Apostolic Supernumerary. Four were named Prelate of 
Honor, and 15 were named Chaplain to His Holiness.

In commenting on the 28 honors, Archbishop John Myers said, "I am happy for 
these men and women, first for their witness to the Gospel of Jesus Christ through 
their work and generosity, and second for their goodness and loyalty to the Church.  
Please join me in extending congratulations, prayers, and gratitude to these Priests 
and Religious from a cross-section of the Archdiocese for their dedicated service to 
the Church as acknowledged by our Holy Father."
